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Amongst all the noble professions in the world since the advent of civilisation, 
teaching occupies a  pride of place. The responsibility of shaping the future of 
children lies squarely on their shoulders. Parents are expected to create a 
strong value-system(sanskara) for their offspring, but the rest of jobs, such as 
imparting knowledge, building their character, preparing them to stand on 
their feet, giving them appropriate skills, remain the domains of a teacher.

In the olden days, a teacher, a Guru was a highly revered personage and 
parents would most willingly place their wards in the custody of the teacher for 
many years, till they were ready to move into the world as mature, educated 
and skilled individuals. Teaching profession was influenced by a phenomenon 
and the culture of Noblesse oblige, wherein people who possessed advantage 
including knowledge, were required to pass on to others. Things have 
changed, but fundamentally, the role of the teacher continues to remain the 
same. In certain respects, it has become harder. Our societal structure has 
undergone major changes and accessibility of global content has brought 
about cross cultural influences, that have impacted education paradigm in a 
big way.

It is not the end of changes and these will continue to impact the field of 
education which is inherently dynamic in nature. Teaching community will 
have to continue to upgrade themselves constantly, reinventing, innovating to 
keep themselves abreast of these changes, which are bound to be fast, frenetic 
and somewhat unpredictable.

Teachers training will therefore become an integral part of this profession. We 
will therefore have to Create training academies that deliver state-of-art 
training modules, and courses that are, and would become extremely relevant 
in future.

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ith the rapid advancements in technology the education system was Wgoing through a major transformation. Covid-19 has accelerated that 
pace of change globally.

effec�veness refers to the set of behaviours that a teacher 
demonstrates, involving a deep understanding of subject 
ma�er, learning process, planning instruc�onal strategies, 
knowing individual students, assessing the understanding of 
students and proficiency with learning outcomes.

It also includes his/her ability to cul�vate thinking skills, 
s�mulate interest in the subject, and mo�vate students to 
learn and reflect, besides his/her rela�onship with colleagues 
and his/her professional development.

Previous studies have revealed that faculty in non-doctoral 
gran�ng business colleges says that their research ac�vi�es 
actually make them be�er teachers. They also perceived that 
their research enhances the educa�onal experience of their 
students. 
Research has revealed following antecedents of teacher 
effec�veness:
1. Knowledgeable: this reflects the ability of a teacher which 

includes going to class well prepared, involving students, 
ability to answer the queries, keeping updated with the 
latest development, unbiased and methodical evalua�on of 
the students, maintaining disciple in classroom 
environment, and s�mula�ng thinking

2. Learning Orienta�on: it cons�tutes the ability to facilitate 
learning, a�ending to genuine problems, learning from 
students, and having quest for gaining knowledge

3. Mo�vator: this includes the approachability, becoming role 
model, promo�ng compe��ve spirit and keep students 
charged

4. Analy�cal: this is the outcome of good analy�cal skills and 
encouraging learning using technological interven�ons.

5. Helpful: it includes mentoring of the students, apprecia�ng 
punctuality, open to feedback and s�mula�ng thinking 
skills.

6. Dependable: this a�ribute includes good interpersonal 
rela�ons, promo�ng overall development, and building 
trust of the students.

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Educators have found digital ci�zenship to be a very important 
part of their teaching process, since the last decade- but in the past 
two years, it has evolved very rapidly- especially in the past year as 
brick-and-mortar educa�on has got a quantum leap to online 
learning. The coronavirus has changed and con�nues to change 
lives on a daily basis. The future is rewri�en by the pandemic.   

How to transmute lessons planned for an in-person classroom 
to online was the biggest challenge that educators saw globally in 
the year 2020. In less than a week and, in some cases, less than a 
day, several teachers have had to make the move. Professional 
development courses have become par�cularly essen�al for the 
need to learn new skills quickly (and retain social distance). Within 
their schools, many educators have formed professional learning 
groups. 

The physical infrastructure needs to be in place to make things 
happen in the current context. The Covid crisis made it incredibly 
necessary to shrink the digital divide. The internet is now like a post 
office that needs to be put in every nook and cranny of the country. 

The ability to teach with technology is extremely strong. Today, 
lecture, discussion, and replica�on of things one would do in a 
classroom are all feasible in a virtual classroom. Distance in this 
medium has shrunk. In the past, teachers had one way of doing 
things. There is an extra range of things to do now, and it has been 
remarkably fascina�ng.  

Two key groups can be classified into various types of ac�vi�es 
in educa�on: ac�vi�es that use technology and ac�vi�es that do 
not. Professionals such as teachers, physicians, and lawyers have 
relied mainly on low-technology instruments and techniques such 
as reading, wri�ng, speeches, manipula�ve visual aids, games, etc.

In the teaching and learning process, these resources are helpful 
and it is important to use them to make teaching engaging and 
efficient.  

Now technology is everywhere. Many K-12 schools now u�lize 
online educa�onal social networks to inter-connect students, 
teachers, and parents together to communicate or report about 
academic progress, events, or ac�vi�es. Various key applica�ons 
for the use of technology in educa�on are- interact, scan, 
collaborate, construct, evaluate and develop. Collabora�ve 
Learning Technologies have different categories such as social 
bookmarking blogs, Wikis, and social networking systems, which 
educators use nowadays. Synchronous and asynchronous 
ac�vi�es are combined for instruc�onal interven�on as blended 
learning. 

Remote learning to bridge the social-economic divide uses 
social-emo�onal learning.  SEL requires the skills needed to control 
feelings, set goals and sustain healthy rela�onships that are 
important for learning, but also a high order for learners facing a 
torrent of COVID-related problems such as loss of family jobs, 
stressed parents, and friends or rela�ves' illness or death. 

The combina�ons of technology, content, and ac�vi�es used 
in academic pursuits by educators have devised a new model in the 
field of educa�on. This model links teachers to their students and 
to professional content, resources, and systems to help them 
improve their instruc�on and personalize learning.

Education and Technology

hen the severe effects of the pandemic came to the forefront, the pundits and other ‘educa�on experts’ opined about the Wdisastrous effect of loss of studies on students. However, the schools prepared to immediately shi� to online learning and 
searched for viable online pla�orms to facilitate teaching-learning.A lot changed on the academic front because of the 

pandemic, yet the academicians have been able to get a firm grip on their act a�er the ini�al hiccups. The chalk and duster rou�ne 
gave way to online classes, with teachers acing it like never before with their sheer grit and determina�on. They used flexible, 
adaptable teaching techniques to cater to students coming from different environments and with varied levels of technology access.

While achieving this, most of the teachers went through a dras�c transforma�on and adopted new and innova�ve ways of disciplining 
the child, guiding the parents, and naviga�ng through the narrow lanes of mentoring, all the while keeping their act also together. 
Their biggest challenge was to keep the students psychologically engaged and help them to manage the household disturbances, and 
educa�on has been successful in keeping the sanity of people intact.

Over the past year, a teacher has donned many hats – that of a facilitator, a technical guru, an online invigilator, mo�vator and has 
acted as a firm pillar of support and guidance for the students in these unprecedented �mes. They spent days and weeks construc�ng 
new materials in new formats for online instruc�on. They formed support groups, shared materials, created innova�ve approaches. 
And they con�nue to spend vast amounts of �me answering ques�ons, working with students individually or in groups, and 
communica�ng with parents. The learning has become collabora�ve and coopera�ve, with focus on applica�on-based 
understanding. Importance of cri�cal thinking has been constantly reiterated and emphasized, which will prove to be beneficial for 
coming genera�ons.

The year of the pandemic has not only brought forth and revealed the Great Educa�on divide in the country, but it also paved way for 
newrealiza�ons. It dawned upon the teachers that online educa�on is not merely transmission, but also maintaining an emo�onal 
connect with children during these classes. They’ve been recording their sessions, which has given them the chance to go back and 
introspect their teaching style and in turn, helped them to strategically improve upon their capabili�es. The shi� to remote and hybrid 
instruc�on has given them an opportunity to deepen their commitment to learner-centred approaches and build new strategies that 
will con�nue to be applied once all students are able to return to school buildings at full capacity.

The teachers have improved upon their teaching pedagogics to address the individual strengths and weaknesses and personal 
interests of students by making a repository of task sheets, lesson plans, and hands-on ac�vi�es which can be done individually by the 
child. Teaching is a profession where we like to control things, and there’s been a lot of le�ng go of control, which is building stronger, 
more-independent students. Personalized learning has become the centrepiece of instruc�on. Millions of students are con�nuing to 
learn, to kindle their fires, because teachers are persevering. Now as the schools prepare to re-open, it’s the teachers’ onus to keep 
the flow going. We acknowledge and celebrate doctors, nurses, and other first responders who have worked so hard and 
accomplished so much during this pandemic. Teachers are educa�on's first responders.

As they say - “A teacher affects eternity; she can never tell where her influence stops.”

Change is the only constant thing. The world has been witnessing progressive changes and with it have changed the varied roles that 
one plays. Long gone are the days when the word ‘teacher’ would prompt one to visualize  a crisp saree clad lady with a neat bun and a 
well-defined smile with an air of firmness and a no non sense kind of a�tude. However, one must realize that one thing has surely not 
changed in the stride. It’s the tremendous responsibility that a teacher bears regarding individual goal achievement and na�on building.

ins�tuted a founda�on of progress in the field of e-learning. Proving 
that learning has no age, all mentors have done everything in capacity to 
erase the virtual-air between the former and students. Cul�va�ng 
bright, young minds while handling the day to day household chores, we 
have aced our duty in coping with this global adversity and jus�fied…..

• Freedom of expression: when the student starts 
talking about the challenges faced, allow them to 
vent.

• Be non-judgmental: a teacher should be 
empathe�c and compassionate towards the 
student.

• Consistent in emo�ons: as a teacher, the person 
should be consistent in their thoughts and 
emo�ons.

Teachers need to be lifelong learners and take 
advantage of the many professional development 
opportuni�es that are available for them to expand 
their repertoire of teaching strategies. Throughout 
their careers, excellent teachers constantly adjust and 
adapt their approach as they reflect on their past 
experiences and improve upon them.

So� skills, such as being able to work well with 
others, leadership, work ethics, manners and social 
interac�on, are vital for success in the marketplace, 
and career guidance teachers o�en hold classes that 
teach students those skills.

The world in which we live is in a state of flux. It was impossible 
to have imagined, even a year ago, that over 1 billion children 
globally would be pushed out of schools in 2020.

The knee-jerk reac�on to the pandemic closures was for schools 
to redesign their classrooms, allowing for children to learn from 
their homes. The most sought-a�er choice for this a�empt at 
con�nued educa�on being – digital.

Covid-19 has triggered an unprecedented use of technology in 
the teaching and learning process. While the teachers learned 
the technical and grappled with the logis�cs needs for delivering 
virtual learning, these online classrooms also opened a world of 
opportuni�es to re-imagine what learning could look like in the 
years to come. We are living through what we had an�cipated 
was a distant future.

Though, with the passage of �me, the process of teaching has 
changed, the role of the teacher has essen�ally remained the 
same – the facilitator of learning in the minds of the taught and a 
catalyst for the chemistry of knowledge in the cauldrons of 
intellect. Sir Ken Robinson, a visionary educator, had compared 
teachers to gardeners.

Due to the concerns of the second wave of corona virus 
outbreak, there are high chances that only fewer schools will 
reopen. Montessori and lower primary schools will remain closed 
because small children don’t have the maturity or the ability to 
understand the concept of social distancing. 

Some teachers may not be used to handling the camera at all, or 
they might not have the exposure to remote teaching jobs. 
Teachers have the ability to change and face hard situa�ons, 
anyway.

To prepare themselves for digital classrooms, teachers need to 
ensure they are thoroughly familiar with the necessary tools and 
need to be internet savvy. Classrooms will be converted to Zoom. 
Homework books will be sent to teachers in the form of e-mail.
This is an experience teachers will have to go through, which, in 
turn, will make them digital experts.

UNESCO has provided many online educa�onal resources. Some 
of the useful tools given by them are as follows.
• Schoology: Tools to support instruc�on, learning, grading, 

collabora�on, and assessment.
• Seesaw: Enables the crea�on of collabora�ve and sharable 

digital learning por�olios and learning resources. 
• Google Classroom: Helps classes connect remotely, 

communicate and stay organized.
• Class Dojo: Connects teachers with students and parents to 

build classroom communi�es.
• Moodle: Community-driven and globally-supported open 

learning pla�orm.

Unlike tradi�onal classrooms, in online classes ge�ng the 
a�en�on of the students is not an easy task. Every teacher has 
his/her teaching style. But if your teaching style has no crea�vity, 
the students will lose interest in online classes as they will be 
a�ending from home.

To engage the students in digital classes, faculty members have 
to be crea�ve to grab the a�en�on of the students. Easy 
distrac�bility is one of the main drawbacks of e-learning.

Working from home is not an easy task where a lot of 
interrup�ons can happen. But this is an excellent opportunity for 
the teachers to be more efficient by reconciling between 
professional and personal life. Addi�onally, they can save a lot of 
traveling �me as well.

Of course, there are some challenges teachers need to face 
because technological glitch is a part of technology. Many 
teachers are concerned about several challenges they have to 
face.

He had remarked, “Nobody else can 
make anybody else learn anything. You 
cannot make them.

They are architects 
of the individual, the society, the na�on and of 
humanity.

The UNESCO Interna�onal Commission on Educa�on for the 21�� 
century has iden�fied four pillars of learning:

1.  Learning to know (acquisi�on of relevant knowledge)
2.  Learning to do (prepare to contribute to economic 

development)
3.  Learning to be (development of individual for self-reliance)
4.  Learning to live together (to minimise social fric�ons)

The teacher in today’s world has to sow all these, and more, for 
future genera�ons to reap excellence in tomorrow’s world. The 
role of the teacher can thus be thought of to be twofold. That of 
facilita�ng the discovery of knowledge – including acquiring 
knowledge and using it to contribute effec�vely to the 
community. And of transforming personality – including learning 
ways to care for one’s own self and self-reliance, whilst inclusive 
and empathe�c.

For example, students residing in rural areas will not have access 
to digital tools and pieces of equipment like a computer, mobile, 
or internet connec�on. Handling digital tools might be low-
hanging fruit for internet-savvy wealthy students, but what about 
the students who have come from low-income family 
backgrounds even in urban ci�es? If they have a mobile or a 
computer at all, it’s highly likely that rural areas’ connec�vity will 
be unstable.

E-learning is a perfect teaching tool if used effec�vely. And of 
course, it depends on students’ par�cipa�on and their a�tude.

There are considerable differences in the role of a teacher pre 
and post-COVID-19.

Now 2500 years later teachers have to cope with two main 
changes. Firstly, they have experienced global technological 
change and the introduc�on of new technologies into the 
educa�on system. Secondly, they have to cope with a new 
genera�on of students who are na�ves of the technology age.

The expecta�ons from the teacher include commitment to the 
teaching profession, exper�se in the subject field, ethical 
commitment, ability in prac�cal teaching, taking into 
considera�on the differences between students, ability in 
selec�ng material suitable for the students in rela�on to 
environment, �me, place and the learner’ sability of 
es�ma�on, responsibility, personal commitment to 
professional development and ability to solve problems and to 
make judgments.

The role of teacher has changed significantly. Today the 
teacher has to be aware of the responsibility towards next 
genera�on. It’s not the student alone who is under pressure. 
The teacher should understand the pressure of being a 
teacher. The teacher needs to understand the age group of 
students that one is dealing with. The mental and physical 
changes taking place at different age groups have to be
